The City of Belton completed its 

first Chip Seal Program in nearly 

20 years. This type of 

maintenance is being used by 

many other cities and is 

important to extending the life of 

pavements so they do not fail 

sooner than necessary and 

become a candidate for a much 

more expensive maintenance 

activity like a reconstruct or 

overlay. This yearõs program 

completed nearly 8.1 miles of 

treatment at a cost of $309,000. 

This equates to approximately 

$38,180 per mile, which is 1/3 the 

cost of an overlay or even 

reconstruct. Although this 

program is not popular in any 

community, it is an effective 

155th Street Widening155th Street Widening   
The Cities of Belton and Grandview are 

working together on improvements to 155 th  

Street from the S. Outer Road (East 

Frontage Road) of I -49 to the bridge over 

Oil Creek located east of Terry Avenue. 

The project will include widening 155 th  

Street to 3 lanes with a shared middle turn 

lane. The project is funded through 

Surface Transportation Program (STP) 

federal dollars. MoDOT and FHWA have 

approved 50% design plans and property 

acquisition is ongoing. Staff expects the 

project to be under construction as early as 

Summer 2016.

Demolition of Cedar Tree Lift Station and installation of 

sanitary sewer started in October 2015. Improvements 

include abandonment of the existing lift station structure 

and constructing approximately 2,600 feet of gravity 

sanitary sewer. The Contractor started on the north end of 

the project, bored under Springdale Drive, and is 

continuing to bore under I -49. The project is part of a series 

of sanitary sewer and lift station upgrades taking place 

within the City.  

Capital Improvement ProgramCapital Improvement Program   

The FY2017 -FY2021 Capital Improvement Program (CIP) 

was formally adopted by City Council on November 24, 

2015. This yearõs CIP discussions were successful in 

creating a consensus toward necessary improvements to 

City infrastructure. The CIP includes a prioritization of 

twelve transportation projects throughout the City. Final 

CIP documents are available online.  

Markey Parkway Sanitary Sewer Markey Parkway Sanitary Sewer 

Phase IIPhase II   

Construction is complete on the second phase of this sewer 

project and final landscaping will be complete in spring 

2016. Sanitary sewers from west of 163 rd  Street to I -49 

running through Markey Parkway were undersized for 

future development. This was determined in the 2007 

Collection System Master Plan. The first phase of sewer 

repairs has been completed as part of construction of 

Markey Parkway. The second phase includes sewer on both 

sides of 163rd  Street near Givan Avenue.  

Sewer LiningSewer Lining --Cleveland to CambridgeCleveland to Cambridge   

Lining of the sewer between Cleveland and Cambridge is 

underway and expected to be complete in early 2016. 

Inspection of the 18ó sanitary sewer between Cleveland and 

Cambridge indicated a need for rehabilitation. The 

rehabilitation and lining will mitigate infiltration and 

inflow into the sewer and significantly reduce the risk of 

clogging from roots and debris that have caused backup 

issues in the past.

The construction of the new 3 Million 

Gallon Water Tower has been completed 

four months early. The water tower was 

tested, inspected, and went into service 

December 3, 2015. Contractor will return 

in spring to grade and apply grass seed to 

the area around the tower.

Storm -Box Stenciling Program. 

The Storm -Box Stenciling 

Program will incorporate 

volunteers in the education and 

outreach event of painting the 

stencil on storm sewer inlets. Newly constructed storm 

sewer inlets have the stencil casted into the manhole lid, so 

the program is to integrate the symbol on all storm sewers.  

Mullen CulvertMullen Culvert   

Inspection of the reinforced 

concrete double box culvert 

on Mullen Road south of 

163rd  Street and north of 

State Highway 58 

indicated a need for 

replacement. Design of a 

new culvert is complete 

and will include two lanes, 

a recreational trail, and 

shoulders. Staff has utilized a modified design -build 

approach to complete this project as quickly and cost 

effectively as possible. The construction contract was 

awarded to J.A. Lillig Excavating, Inc. on January 12, 2016 

and the project is expected to be complete in April 2016. In 

order to construct the new culvert, Mullen Road will be 

closed for approximately 45 days starting in February.  

Private DevelopmentPrivate Development   

The Public Works Department continues to provide a high 

level of service for the construction of public infrastructure 

and stormwater management associated with many 

private development projects across the City. Active 

private projects include Texas Roadhouse, Hobby Lobby, 

Menards, and Arvest Bank. The department looks forward 

to helping these projects complete construction and open to 

the public!

Upgrades for the Belton 

Wastewater Treatment 

Facility remain on schedule. 

Inflow and outflow boxes have 

been constructed as well as 

the piping and foundation for 

the grit collection system. 

Walls for the new Influent 

Pump Station have been 

completed and leak testing 

will be performed when weather permits. Foundation and 

walls have been formed and concrete poured for the flow 

splitter box, which will divert flow into the proper area of 

the treatment process. City Staff, Carollo Engineers, and 

construction contractor, Foley Company, have begun 

designing the interface for the plantõs new SCADA 

(Supervisory Control And Data Acquisition) system.  

Funding for this project is provided by a bond approved by 

voters in 2013. The City is utilizing a low interest loan 

from the Department of Natural Resourcesõ State 

Revolving Fund (SRF) Program.  

The estimated completion date for this project is January 

of 2017. 

Infiltration and Inflow (I&I) Infiltration and Inflow (I&I) 

ProgramProgram   

Work continues on the private I&I program in West 

Belton. Sources of I&I to the public collection system are 

removed under this program to reduce unnecessary 

treatment of groundwater and stormwater. This program 

is ongoing and will continue into next year and beyond.
