A public hearing will be held at 7:00 p.m., August 14, 2018, at Belton City Hall Annex, 520 
Main Street, during which citizens may be heard regarding property tax rates proposed to be set 
by the City of Belton. The tax rates shall be set to produce the revenues required to support the 
budget for the fiscal year beginning April 1, 2018 and ending March 31, 2019. The rates are 
based upon the current assessed valuation figures as provided by the Cass County Assessor's 
Office. Each tax rate is determined by dividing the amount of revenue, as authorized by the 
Missouri Constitution, by the current assessed valuation. This value is multiplied times 100 
resulting in a tax rate expressed in cents per $100 valuation.

Mayor Davis called the meeting to order at 7 :00 p.m. 

Councilman Lathrop led the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. 

Councilmembers present: Councilwomen Stephanie Davidson, Lorrie Peek, Mayor Jeff Davis, 
Councilmen Ryan Finn, Jeff Fletcher, Gary Lathrop, Chet Trutzel, Tim Savage, and Dean 
Van Winkle. Also present: Alexa Barton, City Manager; Megan McGuire, City Attorney; and 
Kellie Herald, Deputy City Clerk. 

CONSENT AGENDA: 

Councilman Lathrop moved to approve the consent agenda consisting of a motion approving 
the minutes of the July 10, 2018, City Council Regular Meeting, a motion approving the 
June 2018 Municipal Police Judge's Report, and a motion approving a temporary caterer's 
liquor license permit for Embrace the Grape, LLC for the Fall Festival. Councilman Trutzel 
seconded. All voted in favor. Consent agenda approved. 

POLICE DEPARTMENT COMBAT VALOR A WARD: 

On April 1, 2018, officers responded to a call regarding a destruction of property and threats. 
While there, they were confronted by an agitated, obviously impaired suspect. When it was 
necessary to arrest him, the man fled into the residence and armed himself with a knife. He was 
ordered to drop the knife, but instead advanced on the officers. 

Officer Crawshaw deployed a Taser, but the subject refused to surrender. Officers were able to 
safely move other residents, and the assailant attacked again. The officers had to resort to deadly 
force to end the attack. Immediately after the suspect was hit, these same officers provided 
medical assistance, secured witnesses, and protected the scene. This all occurred in a matter of 
seconds in a small confined room. 

For the brave actions they took under the most trying of situation, Corporal Mary Bruegge, 
Officer Anthony Haus, Officer Jason Crawshaw and Officer Ron Ridinger were awarded the . 
Department Combat Valor award. 

ORDINANCES: 

Kellie Herald, Deputy City Clerk, gave the final reading of Bill No. 2018-51, as amended: An 
ordinance calling an election in the City of Belton, Missouri on the question of increasing 
the citywide general city sales tax rate by one-half percent (0.5%) solely for the purpose of 
providing additional funds for public safety. Presented by Councilman Trutzel, seconded by 
Councilwoman Peek. Vote on the final reading was recorded; Ayes: 6, Councilwomen Davidson, 
Peek, Councilmen Finn, Trutzel, VanWinkle, and Mayor Davis. Noes: 2, Councilmen Lathrop 
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and Savage; Absent: None; Abstain: 1, Councilman Fletcher. Bill No. 2018-51 was declared 
passed and in full force and effect as Ordinance No. 2018-4453, subject to Mayoral veto. 

Ms. Herald read Bill No. 2018-52: An ordinance calling an election to amend the City of 
Belton Charter and providing for submission of the charter amendments to the qualified 
voters of the City for their approval at the general election called and to be held in the City 
on November 6, 2018. Presented by Councilwoman Peek, seconded by Councilman Lathrop. 
Vote on the first reading was recorded with all voting in favor. First reading passed. 

Ms. Herald read Bill No. 2018-53: An ordinance authorizing and approving a rights-of-way 
agreement for communications facilities between the City of Belton, Missouri and 
MCimetro Access Transmission Services Corp., d/b/a Verizon Access Transmission 
Services for placement of various communication facilities on public right-of-way. 
Presented by Councilwoman Peek, seconded by Councilman Trutzel. Councilman Lathrop asked, 
what the City is getting paid for this. Megan McGuire, City Attorney, said she was not sure of the 
total; it is based on a formula. There will maintain the right-of-way and there are restoration 
requirements. They have coordinated with MoDOT. Councilman Trutzel mentioned the 
reconfiguring Y Highway and 58 and putting in utilities just to dig them up again. Ms. McGuire 
said if they have to be relocated, MCimetro will have to pay for it. Vote on the first reading was 
recorded with all voting in favor. First reading passed. 

Ms. Herald read Bill No. 2018-54: An ordinance authorizing and approving a Public 
Services Agreement between the City of Belton, Missouri and Downtown Main Street, Inc. 
to provide public services support for the Fall Festival in Belton, Missouri in September 
2018. Presented by Councilman Lathrop, seconded by Councilman Van Winkle. Vote on the first 
reading was recorded with all voting in favor. First reading passed. 

RESOLUTIONS: 

Ms. Herald read Resolution R2018-39: A resolution formally accepting the Autumn Woods 
Subdivision new public infrastructure of 877 feet of 8" water line; 1,187 feet of 8" sanitary 
sewer line; and one stop sign with a two-year maintenance bond in the amount of 
$227,498.00. Presented by Councilwoman Peek, seconded by Councilman Savage. 
Councilwoman Davidson asked when the subdivision was going to be completed. Dave 
Clements, Planning and Building Director, said he did not know but construction will be for 
several years. There have been four building permits so far and each building will have three 
units. Vote on the resolution was recorded with all voting in favor. 

Ms. Herald read Resolution R2018-t!0: A resolution approving payment under Task 
Agreement 2018-2 for Superior Bowen Asphalt Company, LLC's replacement of the 
wastewater treatment facility's asphalt driveway for an amount of $30,875.00. Presented by 
Councilman Lathrop, seconded by Councilman Van Winkle. Vote on the resolution was recorded 
with all voting in favor. 

CITY COUNCIL LIAISON REPORTS: 

Councilwoman Davidson, Park Board liaison, announced: 
• There will be moonlight yoga July 27 at 8:30 p.m. at Memorial Park. 
• There will be a family luau party July 27 at Memorial Park outdoor water park. The cost 

is $2 per person. 
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• Theater in the Park is doing The Addams Family Musical August 10 at 8:00 p.m. It is 
free. 

• High Blue Wellness Center is a drop-off site for the Chamber of Commerce's Stuff the 
Bus and Pack the Pantry collection. Please bring your school supply & non-perishable 
food donations before August 9. All donations will benefit students in the Belton School 
District. 

• Buffalo Wild Wings will donate 20% of a customer's bill to the Belton Park Department 
if you mention "Team B" to the waiter. 

Councilman Trutzel, Public Works liaison, announced: 
• The Ulta Beauty water and service line has been tied to the water main. 
• Cracker Barrel is progressing and moving fast. It has been suggested there be a pedestrian 

pathway at Cracker Barrel tied to the High Blue Trail. 
• The 58 & Y reconfiguration of the intersection will continue from Conoco to Price 

Chopper. 
• Resurfacing 58 Highway will begin November 2018. There will be a lot of traffic 

congestion. 
• There is work being done by Superior Bowen at 160th and Oakland. It is a storm water 

project. They will have a computer with sensors that will make an evaluation on the 
streets instead of a person. 

• MARC will vote this August or September on possibly rerouting Peculiar Drive. 
• It was also suggested Public Works needs to show citizens how money is being spent.

Section 2. DEBT SERVICE LEVY: The rate of tax for general obligation debt service upon all 

subjects and objects of taxation for the fiscal year beginning April 1, 2018 and ending March 31, 

2019, shall be and is hereby fixed at ($1.1305) on the one hundred dollar ($100.00) valuation. 

Section 3. PARK FUND: The rate of tax for Park Fund purposes upon all subjects and objects of 

taxation for the fiscal year beginning April 1, 2018 and ending March 31, 2019, shall be and hereby 

is fixed at ($.2341) on one hundred dollar ($100.00) valuation. 

Section 4. NOT TO BE VOTED UPON: The rate of tax fixed in Section 1, 2, and 3 herein stated, 

shall be, and are inclusive of all proposed increases which have been submitted to the vote of the 

qualified voters of the City of Belton and approved hereby or otherwise permitted by statute. 

Section 5. SEVERANCE CLAUSE: The prov1s1ons of this ordinance are declared to be

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invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining sections, 

sentences, clauses and phrases of this ordinance, but they shall remain in effect notwithstanding 

the invalidity of any part.

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission is authorized pursuant to Section 36-35 of the 
Unified Development Code to review and approve, approve conditionally, or disapprove 
final plats within a reasonable time after submission; and

Approval the replat of the final plat of R.S. Maier Business Park Lot 6, a subdivision ofland in the 
southeast quarter of section 2, township 46, range 3 3 in the City of Belton, Cass County, Missouri. 

BACKGROUND: 
Douglas Station Self Storage, LLC. Is the new owner of Belton Self-Storage at 115 Wilbur Parrish Circle. 
Delton Self-Storage is an existing rental facility offering month-to-month rentals on spaces from 5'x5' to 
l0'x 20'. The facility is fenced with secure restricted access. 

The purpose of the replat is to create individual lots for the storage units so they can be purchased by 
individuals as an option to renting. The applicant states that: 

"Self-storage condominiums allow a customer to buy a specific unit at a facility, pay a fee similar to 
that of a homeowners association, and sell the unit at any time. Storage condos remain a niche market, 
but the awareness of and attraction to the product is growing. They are attractive because the cost of 
storage can actually be cheaper to buy a condo than to rent. " 

"There are examples of storage unit condominiums all over the United States. Locally, there have 
been several storage condominium projects in Shawnee, Kansas (Carriage Houses) and Johnson 
County, Kansas (StoneGate Motor Plaza)" 

Individual spaces can be used for a variety of personal storage needs, such as garage space for automobiles, 
boat or RV storage, hobby space or household storage. 

Units have electricity, but there is no water service to the individual units. 

The property is zoned an M-1 Light Industrial District. Any use in the individual storage units would 
have to meet the requirements of this zoning classification. Also, individual units shall not exceed the 
maximum allowable quantities for hazardous materials as specified in the International Fire Code. 

The Unified Development Code (UDC) does not provide specific requirements for condominium plats.

Missouri State Statutes, RSMo 448.1-101 through 448.4-120, are the provisions of the Missouri Uniform 
Condominium Act enacted in 1983. The statutes provide regulations on all aspects of condominium 
ownership. These include requirements for platting, conveyance, owners association, bylaws and taxes. 

State Statutes also specifically state that "no zoning, subdivision, building code, or other real estate use 
law, ordinance or regulation may prohibit the condominium form of ownership or impose any requirement 
upon a condominium which it would not impose upon a physically identical development under a different 

form of ownership. "RSMo 448.1-106 

While condominium ownership is usually associated with multi-family units, State Statutes indicate that 
any real estate can qualify for condominium ownership if all requirements of the Chapter are met. 

Staff conducted a site inspection of Belton Self-Storage. The property is nicely maintained with no 
apparent property maintenance issues on the buildings. However, there is an existing retaining wall in 
front of the property that has deteriorated and debris is falling into the storm sewer inlet in front of the 
facility. Staff recommends the retaining wall be replaced. 

PLANNING COMMISSION FINDINGS 
The Belton Planning Commission voted 6-0 to recommend approval of the replat of the final plat ofR.S. 
Maier Business Park Lot 6 to the City Council with the following conditions: 

1. The final plat shall be revised to include a Surveyor's Certificate and signature. 
2. The Surveyor's Statement on the plat shall be revised to include wording that the plat meets 

all requirements of Missouri State Statutes, Chapter 448, Condominium Act. 
3. Documents providing for the establishment of a property owners association shall be 

submitted prior to recording of the final plat, as required by Section 36-38 of the Unified 
Development Code. 

4. Replace the existing retaining wall along the north side of the property prior to the 
recording of the Final Plat. 

5. Storage in individual units shall not exceed the maximum allowable quantities for 
hazardous materials as specified in the International Fire Code.

Review and discuss the final ordinance with amendment to the administrative search warrant 
process incorporating the recommendations of the Abatement and Enforcement Committee and 
revisions requested by the City Council. 

BACKGROUND: 
The City Manager created an inter-departmental working group, the Abatement and Enforcement 
Committee. The committee consisted of staff from the Planning and Building Department, Police 
and Fire staff, City Prosecutor, Municipal Court Administrator, City Attorney, City Clerk and 
Assistant City Manager/Finance Director. 

The purpose of the group was to focus on the City Council priority of Code Enforcement, and 
determine if current procedures were sufficient to bring about enhancements in enforcement and 
compliance efforts. 

The Committee met on January 18th
, February 15th and April 5th

, 2018. Among the topics 
discussed were enforcement activity reports, perpetual violators, business license coordination 
with code enforcement, the administrative search warrant process and communications with all 
parties. 

Enforcement process flow charts were prepared to help analyze current enforcement processes for 
weed abatement, public nuisances, dangerous structures and the administrative search warrant 
process. 

After discussion, the Committee determined that the existing administrative search warrant process 
was inefficient and did not provide adequate guidance to staff in meeting the process requirements 
of the code. To address this, the City Attorney, Court Administrator and City Prosecutor prepared 
a revised administrative search warrant procedures that improves department and court procedures 
and provides appropriate due process to property owners. 
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IMPACT AND ANALYSIS: 
The proposed administrative search warrant revisions will help ensure that procedures and 
requirements are completely addressed, and property rights of owners and occupants are properly 
balanced with the health, safety and general welfare of the citizens of Belton. 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION AND ACTION: 
Staff recommends that the City Council acknowledge the process improvements and approve the 
Ordinance with the revised administrative search warrant and disposition of nuisance property 
processes.

Sec. 14-5. - Right of entry for purposes of enforcement, Administrative Search Warrant. 

(a) Whenever necessary to make an inspection or to enforce any of the provisions of th is Code on 
private property or whenever the code enforcement officer, building official, chief of police, fire 
official or other employee authorized by the city manager (hereinafter "authorized person") has 
reasonable cause to believe that there exists a nuisance, or in any bu ilding or structure any condition 
which makes such building or structure unsafe, the code enforcement officer, chief of police, or-GtRef 
employee authorized by the city manager authorized person may go upon the property and/or enter 
the building or structure at any reasonable time to inspect the same or to perform any duty imposed 
upon the code official authorized person by this Code, including abatement or removal of any 
nuisance; provided, if such property is occupied, the code official authorized person shall first 
present proper credentia ls and request and obtain permission to enter before entering the building or 
structure. Reasonable effort must be made to locate the owner or other persons having charge or 
control of the property when seeking permission for entry. 

(b) If no consent has been given to enter or inspect any building, structure, or premises, no entry or 
inspection shall be made without the procurement of an administrative search warrant from the 
judge presiding in the municipal court. 

(c) If a complaint in writing is filed by the code official, any police officer, city attorney or prosecuting 
attorney of the city with the municipal court of the city stating that he or she has probable cause to 
beliei.ie there exists on a property or in a building or structure, more particularly described therein , a 
violation or violations of provisions of th is Code and it is with in the territorial juri sdiction of the city, 
and if the complaint is verified by oath or affirmation stating evidential facts from which the judge 
determines the existence of probable cause, then the judge may issue a search ¥,,arrant directed to 
the authorized person to search the structure or premises therein described for the purpo5€S 
requested . 

(d) The search warrant must be executed and returned within ten days after the date of its issuance. 
The person authorized to search shall make a return promptly after concluding the search and the 
return shall contain an itemization of all violations of this Code discm«ered pursuant to the search . 
Refusal to allow entry upon presentation of a search warrant shall be an ordinance violation. 
Execution of a search warrant issued under this section shall not be by forcible entry. 

(e) For its determination of probable cause for issuance of an administrati11e warrant, the municipal 
court may consider any of the following factors along with such other matters as it deems pertinent in 
its discretion as to whether a warrant shall be issued: 

(1) Eyewitness accounts of violation ; 

(2) Citizen complaints; 

(3) Tenant complaints; 

(4) Plain view violations; 

(5) Violations apparent from city records; 

(6) ~Jature of alleged violation, the threat to life or safety and imminent risk of significant property 
damage; 

(7) Previous unabated or similar violations in the building or structure or on the premises; 

(8) Passage of time since the last inspection of the building, structure, or premises; 

(9) The age and condition of the building or structure to be inspected; and 
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(10) VVhether the scope of the search has been specifically and narrowly defined so as to limit the 
discretion of the inspector. 

(f) Cause supporting issuance of a warrant shall be deemed to exist in light of reasonable legislative 
and administrative standards which show that there is reason to believe that a condition of 
nonconformity exists with respect to a building in 11iolation of the provisions of the International 
Property Maintenance Code, as adopted by the city. The mere refusal of entry or inspection shall not 
constitute adequate probable cause for the issuance of an administrative '.\1arrant. 

(c) Administrative search warrant defined - who may issue, execute. 

(1) An administrative search warrant is a written order of the municipal court judge 
commanding the search or inspection of any property, place or thing, and the seizure, 
photographing, copying or recording of property or physical conditions found thereon or 
therein, to determine or prove the existence of violations of any ordinance or code 
section of the city of Belton relating to the use, condition or occupancy of property or 
structures located within the city, or to enforce the provisions of any such ordinance or 
code section. 

(2) The municipal court judge having original and exclusive jurisdiction to determine 
violations against the ordinances of the municipality may issue an administrative search 
warrant when: 

a. The property or place to be searched or inspected or the thing to be seized is 
located within the city of Belton at the time of the making of the application; and 

b. The owner or occupant of the property or place to be searched or inspected or the 
thing to be seized has refused to allow same after official request by the authorized 
person. 

(3) Any such administrative search warrant shall be directed to the chief of police or any 
other police officer of the city of Belton and shall be executed by the chief of police or 
said police officer within the city of Belton limits and not elsewhere. 

(d) Who may apply for an administrative search warrant - contents of application. 

(1) The city prosecutor or city attorney for the city of Belton may make application to the 
municipal court for the issuance of an administrative search warrant. 

(2) The application shall: 

a. Be in writing; 

b. State the time and date of the making of the application; 

c. Identify the property or places to be entered, searched, inspected or seized in 
sufficient detail and particularity that the officer executing the administrative search 
warrant can readily ascertain it; 

d. State that the owner or occupant of the property or places to be entered, searched, 
inspected or seized has been requested by the authorized person to allow such action 
and refused to allow such action (denial of access form); 

e. State facts sufficient to show probable cause for the issuance of an administrative 
search warrants, as provided in subsection (c)(1) hereof, to: 
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1. Search or inspect for violations of an ordinance or code section specified 
in the application; or 

2. Show that entry or seizure is authorized and necessary to enforce an 
ordinance or code section specified in the application and that any required due process 
has been afforded prior to the entry or seizure; 

f. Be verified by the oath or affirmation of the applicant; and 

g. Be signed by the applicant and filed in the municipal court. 

(3) The application shall be supplemented by a written affidavit verified by oath or 
affirmation. Such affidavit shall be considered in determining whether there is probable 
cause for the issuance of an administrative search warrant and in filling out any 
deficiencies in the description of the property or place to be searched or inspected. Oral 
testimony will not be considered. 

(e) Procedure - contents of administrative search warrant - execution and return. 

(1) Procedure. 

a. The municipal court judge shall determine whether probable cause exists to enter, 
inspect or search for violations of any city of Belton ordinances or code section or to 
enforce any such ordinance or code section. 

b. In doing so the municipal court judge shall determine whether the action to be 
taken be the city of Belton is reasonable in light of the facts stated. The municipal court 
judge shall consider: 

1. The goals of the ordinance or code section sought to be enforced; 

2. The physical condition of the specified property; 

3. The age and nature of the property; 

4. The condition of the area in which the property is located; 

5. The known violation of any relevant city of Belton ordinance or code 
section; 

6. Eyewitness accounts of violation; 

7. Citizen complaints; 

8. Tenant complaints 

9. Plain-view violations; 

10. Violations apparent from city records; 

11. Nature of alleged violation, the threat to life or safety and imminent risk of 
significant property damage; 
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12. Previous unabated or similar violations in the building or structure or on 
the premises; 

13. Passage of time since the last inspection of the building, structure or 
premises; 

14. The age and condition of the building or structure to be inspected; and 

15. Whether the scope of the search has been specifically and narrowly 
defined so as to limit the discretion of the inspector. 

c. The standard for issuing an administrative search warrant need not be limited to 
actual knowledge of an existing violation of an ordinance or code section: 

d. If it appears from the application and any supporting affidavit that there is probable 
cause to enter, inspect or search for violations of any city of Belton ordinance or code 
section or to enforce any such ordinance or code section, an administrative search 
warrant shall immediately be issued. 

e. The administrative search warrant shall issue in the form of an original and two (2) 
copies, and the application, any supporting affidavit and copy of the administrative 
search warrant as issued shall be retained in the records of the municipal court. 

(2) Contents of the administrative search warrant. 

The administrative search warrant shall: 

a. Be in writing and in the name of the city of Belton; 

b. Be directed to any police officer in the city of Belton; 

c. State the time and date the administrative search warrant was issued; 

d. Identify the property or places to be entered upon, searched or inspected in 
sufficient detail and particularity that the police officer executing the administrative 
search warrant can readily ascertain it; 

e. Command that the described property or places to be entered upon or searched, 
and that any evidence of any city of Belton ordinance violations found therein or thereon, 
or any property seized pursuant thereto, or a description of such property seized, be 
returned, within ten (10) days after filing of the application, to the municipal court judge 
who issued the administrative search warrant, to he dealt with according to law; 

f. Be signed by the municipal court judge, with his title of office indicated. 

(3) Execution and return of administrative search warrant. 

a. An administrative search warrant issued under this article shall be executed only 
by a city of Belton police officer, provided, however, that one or more designated city of 
Belton officials may accompany the officer, and the administrative search warrant shall 
be executed in the following manner: 
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1. The administrative search warrant shall be executed by conducting the 
entry, search, inspection or seizure as commanded and shall be executed as soon as 
practicable during regular business (or daylight) hours or at other times that may be 
reasonable in accordance with the circumstances. 

2. The police officer shall give·the owner or occupant of the property entered 
upon, searched or inspected a copy of the administrative search warrant. 

3. If any property is seized incident to the search, the authorized person shall: 

(i) Give the person from whose possession it was taken, if the person 
is present, a receipt for property for the property taken. If no such person is present, the 
officer shall leave the receipt for property at the site of the search in a conspicuous place. 

(ii) A copy of the receipt for property of any property taken shall be 
delivered to the municipal court within two (2) working days of the search. 

(iii) The disposition of property seized pursuant to an administrative 
search warrant under this section shall be in accordance with section 14-10 of this code. 

(iv) The police officer may summon as many persons as he/she deems 
necessary to assist him/her in executing the administrative search warrant, and such 
person shall not be held liable as a result of any illegality of the search and seizure. 

(v) An officer making a search pursuant to an invalid administrative 
search warrant, the invalidity of which is not apparent on its face, may use such force as 
he would be justified in using if the administrative search warrant were valid. 

(vi) An administrative search warrant shall expire if it is not executed 
and the required return made within ten (10) days after the date of the making of the 
application. 

b. After execution of the administrative search warrants, the officer's return and 
inventory thereon signed by the officer making the search, shall be delivered to the 
municipal court. 

1. The officer's return and inventory shall show the date and manner of 
execution and the name of the possessor and of the owner, when not the same person, if 
known, of the property or places searched or seized. 

2. The authorized person shall keep any photographs, copies or recordings 
made, and by any property seized, along with a copy of the receipt for property of such 
property required by this section; provided, however, that the seized property may be 
disposed of as provided therein. 

3. The municipal court clerk, upon request, shall deliver a copy of the officer's 
return and inventory, to the possessor and the owner, when not the same person, of the 
property searched or seized. 

(f) Warrant invalid, when. 

An administrative search warrant shall be deemed invalid: 
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(1) If it was not issued by the municipal judge; 

(2) If it was issued without a written application having been filed and verified; 

(3) If it was issued without sufficient probable cause in light of the goals of the ordinance to 
be enforced and such other factors as provided in subsection (c)(1) hereof; 

(4) If it was not issued with respect to property or places in the city of Belton; 

(5) If it does not describe the property or places to be entered upon, searched, inspected or 
seized with sufficient certainty; 

(6) If it is not signed by the municipal court judge who issued it; or 

(7) If it was not executed and the required return made within ten (10) days after the date of 
the making of the application. 

(g) The oode offi~ authorized person may enter the premises without consent or an administrative 
warrant to make an inspection or enforce any of the provisions of this Code in the following 
circumstances: 

(1) The activity has a high risk of illegal conduct and poses a serious danger to the public; 

(2) Emergency situations; 

(3) The inspection is conducted at a pervasively regulated business; 

(4) In connection with such accepted regulatory techniques as licensing programs which require 
inspections prior to operating a business or marketing a product; or 

(5) When tAe imminent circumstances or conditions otherwise threaten the health, safety or 
welfare of the public.

Sec. 14-10. - Disposition of nuisance property. 

(a) If not removed within the times specified in the notice to abate provided for within sections 14-6, 14-
7 and 14-8, the nuisance property shall be 1removed as follows by or at the direction of the 
authorized person, at the expense of the owner or person in custody thereof: 

(1) Vehicles shall be hauled by a certified towing company and stored on their lot pursuant 
to state law; 

(2) Miscellaneous personal items that appear to be readily usable or reasonably repairable, 
including but not limited to lawn care items, yard decorative items, car parts, furniture, 
children's toys, clothing, household items, appliances or building materials shall be taken 
to a storage area/building and stored vehicles, junk or other property constituting the 
nuisance shall be transported to a storage area, by or at the direction of the code enforcement 
officer, police chief or other employee authorized by the city manager, at the expense of the 
owner or person in custody thereof. It shall then be stored for a period of at least 90 days. aRd 
the The person entitled to possession thereof may redeem the property by payment to the city of 
the actual costs of removal and a the storage fee. 

(3) Garbage/trash/broken items shall be bagged/stacked and disposed of by the city or 
solid waste contractor. 

(b) The owner of the property constituting the nuisance, if known, or owner or occupant of the premises 
where the nuisance existed, or his or her agent, shall be notified of the right to redeem the property 
pursuant to subsection 14-10(a), above. The notice shall be served in the manner outlined in section 
14-6 before the 90-day redemption period expires. 

(c) If the vehicle or junk or other property constituting a nuisance or miscellaneous personal items 
are .is-unredeemed after the expiration of the 90-day period, the code enforcement officer, chief of 
police or other employee authorized by the city manager, authorized person may sell the vehicle, 
junk or other property or miscellaneous personal items to the highest bidder or, if it has no resale 
value, may otherwise dispose of it. Any money received from the sale or disposal of any vehicle or 
j\:ffik miscellaneous personal items sha ll be applied to the abatement expenses charged to the 
owner or person in charge thereof. Any money received from the sale in excess of the actual costs of 
abatement and storage shall be returned to the owner or person in charge thereof provided that: 

(1) Prior to the sale or disposal of any nuisance property under the provisions of this section, tAe 
code enforcement officer, chief of police or other employee authorized by the city manager 
authorized person shall notify the owner or occupant of the premises where such nuisance 
exists or his or her agent in the manner outlined in section 14-6, and shall cause to be posted in 
City Hall, the place of storage and at least one other public place in the city, a notice of sale 
stating: 

a. The terms of the sale; 

b. The date, time and place of the sale; and 

c. An itemized description of the property. 

The notice shall be published not less than ten, nor more than 30 days prior to the sale.

WHEREAS, the City of Belton adopted Ordinance 91-2073 originally in 1991, establishing the 
above procedure and now readopts every year since then; and 

WHEREAS, the procedures set out in Ordinance 91-2073 have been amended from time to time 
and are codified and set out in Chapter 2, Article VI, Section 2-1121 through Section 2-1125 
attached here as Exhibit "A." 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF BELTON, CASS COUNTY, 
MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS: 

Section I.That ordinance No. 91-2073, as amended, and as now set forth Chapter 2, Article VI, 
Section 2-1121 through Section 2-1125 attached here as Exhibit "A," is hereby readopted in its 
entirety according to the directive of the Missouri Ethics Commission. 

Section 2. The city clerk shall send a certified copy of this ordinance or amendment to the 
Missouri Ethics Commission within ten days of its adoption. 

Section 3. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its passage 
and approval and shall remain in effect until amended or repealed by the City Council.

and other than transfers for no consideration to the political subdivision; and

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(2) The date and the identities of the parties to each transaction known to the person with a total 
value in excess of $500.00, if any, that any business entity in which such person had a 
substantial interest, had with the political subdivision, other than payment of any tax, fee or 
penalty due to the political subdivision or transactions involving payment for providing utllity 
service to the political subdivision, and other than transfers for no consideration to the political 
subdivision. 

(3) The chief administrative officer, the chief purchasing officer, and the parks and recreation 
director also shall disclose by May 1 for the previous calendar year the following information: 

a. The name and address of each of the employers of such person from whom income of 
$1,000.00 or more was received during the year covered by the statement; 

b. The name and address of each sole proprietorship that such person owned; the name, 
address and the general nature of the business conducted of each general partnership and 
joint venture in which such person was a partner or participant; the name and address of 
each partner or coparticipant for each partnership or joint venture unless such names and 
addresses are filed by the partnership or Joint venture with the secretary of state; the name, 
address and general nature of the business conducted of any closely held corporation or 
limited partnership in which the person owned ten percent or more of any class of the 
outstanding stock or limited partnership units; and the name of any publicly traded 
corporation or limited partnership that is listed on a regulated stock exchange or automated 

,· quotation system in which the person owned two percent or more of any class of 
outstanding stock, limited partnership units or other equity interests; 

c. The name and address of each corporation for which such person served in the capacity of 
a director, officer or receiver.
